A brightly coloredbird with variousshadesof blue on the wings,tails,andbelly that are often more prominentin flight.
Note the longitudinalwhite streakson the throat and breast IndochineseRollerhasa purple-blue breast,a darkerolive
back,and is generallydarker blue. Generallysilent, but more vocalin breedingseasonwith harshcalls Prefersopen

BRAHMINY STARLING ( Sturrnia pagodarum )
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A smallfawn-coloredstarlingwith a long wispy crestthat usuallylies limp over the backof its head,but the featherson
its cheekand upper breaststandup and awayfrom its cheek Its upperpartsare grayandthe darktail is tipped in white.
Note the yellowbill with a blue base Often seenin smallfamily groups,feedingon fruits and nectaraswell asinsectson
the groundor in the trees. Theyhavea wide repertoire of callsandare alsogivento mimickingother species



GREATER COUCAL ( Centropus sinensis )
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A large bird that resemblesa crossbetween a crow and a pheasant Largelyblack with distinctive rusty wings, glossy
underparts,a long and heavy black tail, and deep red eyes Juvenilesare much duller with white bars on the tail and
underpartsand variableamountsof blackstreakson the wingsand upperparts Commonacrossa rangeof habitatsexcept

Oriental Magpie -Robin ( Copsychus saularis)
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A mediumsizedrobin with a broad white wngbarrunningfrom the shoulderto the tip of the wing. Note white outertail
feathers,particularlywhenin flight. Malessport blackand-white plumagewhile the femalesare grayishbrown and white.

Purple Sunbird ( C/nnyq’_s_ aslaticus
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Thebreedingmale is a metallic blue and purple overallwith maroon featherson the breast Thefemaleis olive aboveand

yellow below. Thenonbreedingmale of this specieds primarily olive-brown with blackishupperpartsand yellow underparts
with blue-blackbandrunningdown the throat and chest Femalesanbe distinguishedrom female Purplerumped Sunbirds
by its yellow (not grayish)throat. Seenin pairs,feedingchieflyon nectar,but they alsotake insects Breedingmalesdisplayby

fluttering their wingsin front of femaleswhile singing Theyare found in gardenscultivatedareas,andforests




Spotted Dove ( Spilopelia chinensis)

Shikra ( Accipiter badius)

Asian Green Bee-eater ( Merops orientalls)

Plum -headed Parakeet ( Psittacula cyanocephala )

A brilliantly-colored parakeet maleshave a plum-colored head while femaleshave grayishblue head Endemicto the
Indian subcontinentwhere it canoccurin any well-wooded areaoutside NEIndia and the high HimalayasSimilarto the
largely non-overlappingBlossomheadedParakeet,but showsa darker shadeof plum or gray on the head and a white-
tipped tail (not yellow).
